Richard B. Russell Lake Oxygenation System Presentation by John Hains, Ph.D.

Dr. John Hains is a Research Biologist with the US Army Corps of Engineers, Engineer Research and Development Center, Environmental Laboratory located in Georgia.  Dr. Hains received his Masters and Doctorate degrees from Clemons University.  He has over 20 years of research experience with the USACE, focusing primarily on the Savannah River system, including the Richard B. Russell Dam and Lake.

Dr. Hains’ initial research on total dissolved gas problems with the electric power industry began in 1973. This work investigated the cause and occurrence of ‘gas bubble disease’ in fish attracted to warm water releases from electric generating facilities. His later research focused on in stream responses to watershed perturbations, linkages between physical processes and plankton distributions, primary productivity of lakes and reservoirs in response to reservoir operations, long-term development and aging of reservoir systems, support of model development for dynamically-linked multiple reservoir systems, assessment of autoventing turbines and their effect on reservoir releases, and development and incorporation of conceptual ecological models into engineering model frameworks. His more current research includes investigation of Avian Vacuolar Myelinopathy in waterfowl and the American bald eagle.
